Sustain in part; overrule in part. Sustain objections in the total amount of
$2,606.60, subject to adjustment.* Overrule as to the balance.

Basis for Tentative Ruling

1. Summit appears to be an oversecured within the meaning of 11 USC 506
(b) creditor per Debtor's schedule A, showing a value of $875,000 before
costs of sale. Nothing in Section 506(b) suggests that a creditor's status as
oversecured is to be determined after costs of sale, particularly where, as
here, Debtors intend to retain and not liquidate the property.

2. One of the primary cases relied upon by Debtors for their position that
Summit is not entitled to postpetition attorneys fees as part of its secured
claim, In re Rubin, 516 BR 221 (Bankr. ED NY 2014), is neither persuasive or
binding on this court and does not reflect the majority view. In fact, Debtors
previously made the identical arguments and analysis re Rubin in an earlier
motion to disallow Summit's claim, all of which were rejected by the court and
the motion was denied at a hearing held on July 19, 2016. An Order Denying
Motion was entered July 29,2016 [docket #66].

3. Based upon the CC&Rs and California statutory law, Summit continues to
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maintain a secured claim within the meaning of 506(b), notwithstanding the
entry of judgment of foreclosure of assessment lien.

4. Bottom line, Debtors have provided insufficient legal authority in support of
their position that Summit is not entitled to postpetition attorneys fees and
costs pursuant to 506(b) as part of its secured claim.

5. Section 506(b) does limit fees and costs to those that are reasonable. The
court has closely reviewed the attorney fee statements, as well as Debtors'

objections to the same and have determined that, based on the requirement
of reasonableness, the amount of postpetition fees should be reduced.
