Plaintiff is to lodge a scheduling order within 7 days, and serve the entered order on
Defendant within 7 days of entry.

The Court here begins with its reminder of the tentative ruling issued in relation to the
prior status conference. On November 19, 2025, the Court’s Docket entry 29 required
Plaintiff to lodge an order denying that Motion to Set Aside Entry of Default Pursuant
to Federal Rule of Civil Procedure 55(c) by November 26, 2025. No such order has
been lodged.

Those Adversary Proceeding Status Conference Procedures (the "Procedures")
provide that "[a] joint status report prepared using Local Form F
7016-1.STATUS.REPORT must be filed fourteen days before each status
conference." Id. "Failure to file a joint status report may result in the imposition of
monetary sanctions and/or the status conference being continued." /d. "Stipulations
for extensions of time are ineffective unless approved by the Court." Id. If the
Procedures did not provide sufficient notice, this Court’s Local Rule 7016-1(a)(2)
provides, "[u]nless otherwise ordered by the court, at least 14 days before the date set
for each status conference the parties are required to file a joint status report using
mandatory court form F 7016-1.STATUS.REPORT." This Court’s Local Rule
7016-1(f) provides that "if a status conference statement [] is not filed [] within the
times set forth in subsection (a) [], the court may order [a]n award of monetary
sanctions including attorneys’ fees against the party at fault and/or counsel, payable to
the party not at fault [and/or a]n award of non-monetary sanctions against the party at
fault including entry of judgment of dismissal or the entry of an order striking the
answer and entering a default."

Here, counsel to Plaintiff attests that between November 19, 2025 and December 20,
2025, three (3) emails were forwarded to Defendant with a form joint conference
statement, with Plaintiff’s portion of the statement completed. See Docket No. 31,
Unilateral Status Report (the "Report"), pp. 5-9. According to counsel for Plaintiff,
Defendant did not respond to any of the emails. In accordance with this Court’s Local
Rule 7016-1(a)(3), Plaintiff filed the Report. See Docket No. 31. Defendant has filed
nothing, standing in violation of this Court’s Local Rule 7016-1(a)(3) and the
Procedures.

The Court is inclined to (1) issue a show cause order as to why Defendant’s answer
should not be stricken, and default entered in favor of Plaintiff, and/or (2) order
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monetary sanctions in favor of Plaintiff for attorneys’ fees.

December 3, 2025

Appearances waived.

On November 3, 2025, defendant Christopher Darrell Mitchell filed that Answer to
Adversary Complaint (the "Answer"). See Docket No. 27. The Answer was filed in
response to a substitute summons issued on October 2, 2025, and served on October 7,
2025. See Docket Nos. 19 and 24. On November 19, 2025, the Court denied that
Notice of Motion and Motion to Set Aside Entry of Default Pursuant to Federal Rule
of Civil Procedure 55(c) (the "Motion"), as no default had been entered. See Docket
No. 29.

The Court reminds plaintiff Todd Ray Offill that they are directed to lodge an order
denying the Motion within seven (7) days of the hearing on the Motion. See id.

Background

On October 28, 2025, plaintiff Jerry Namba (the "Trustee"), the Chapter 7 trustee for
the bankruptcy estate of Broad Oak Retail, Inc. (the "Debtor"), filed as against 8Fig
Growth LLC ("Defendant") that Complaint for: (1) Avoidance of Preferential
Transfers [11 U.S.C. § 547]; (2) Disallowance of Claims [11 U.S.C. § 502]; and (3)
Recovery of Avoided Transfers [11 U.S.C. § 550] (the "Complaint"). See Docket No.
1. The Complaint alleges that the Debtor filed a voluntary petition for relief pursuant
to Chapter 7 of Title 11 of the United States Code on January 12, 2024 (the "Petition
Date"). See id. at p. 2, lines 21-23. "The Debtor’s Schedule D [] lists Defendant as
having a secured claim in the amount of $808,506.78," which the Debtor scheduled as
being "incurred on December 14, 2022." See id. at p. 2, lines 8-11. The Complaint
alleges that "[w]ithin 90 days prior to the Petition Date, Defendant received [] three
transfers from the Debtor, totaling $30,000" (the "Transfers"). See id. at lines 12-14.
The Trustee, through the Compliant, sought to avoid and recover the Transfers under
11 U.S.C. §§ 547 and 550, and to disallow any claim of Defendant in the Debtor’s
bankruptcy case under 11 U.S.C. § 502(d) insofar as Defendant has not returned the
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Transfers to the Debtor’s bankruptcy estate. See id. at pp. 4-5.

On December 2, 2025, the Court’s Clerk issued that Notice that Clerk has Entered
Default Against Defendant(s) Under Local Bankruptcy Rule 7055-1(a) (the
"Default"). See Docket No. 7.

The Default having been entered, on December 17, 2025, the Trustee filed Plaintiff’s
Motion for Default Judgment Under LBR 7055-1 (the "Motion"), seeking judgment
against Defendant on the Complaint by default. See Docket No. 9.

Analysis

A default by a party to an adversary proceeding does not automatically entitle the
plaintiff to entry of default judgment. See Fed. R. Civ. P. 55(b)(2), as made applicable
to adversary proceedings pursuant to Fed. R. Bankr. P. 7055. "Default judgments are
governed by Federal Rule of Civil Procedure 55, which is made applicable to
bankruptcy proceedings by Rule 7055." In re McGee, 359 B.R. 764, 770 (9th Cir.
BAP 2006). "Federal Rule of Bankruptcy Procedure 7055(b)(2) governing the
granting of default judgments provides the court with broad discretion to conduct such
hearings and receive evidence that it deems proper before entering a default
judgment." In re Trevisan, 300 B.R. 708, 713 (Bankr. E.D. Wis. 2003) (internal
citations omitted). "Entry of a default judgment is discretionary with the trial court
and may be denied where there are insufficient facts to support the claim." In re Sziel,
206 B.R. 490, 495 (Bankr. N.D. I11. 1997).

"The factors to be considered for entry of a default judgment include (1) the
possibility of prejudice to the plaintiff, (2) the merits of the plaintiff's substantive
claim, (3) the sufficiency of the complaint, (4) the sum of money at stake in the action,
(5) the possibility of a dispute concerning material facts, (6) whether the default was
due to excusable neglect, and (7) the strong policy underlying the Federal Rules of
Civil Procedure favoring decisions on the merits." See also 10A Fed. Prac. & Proc.
Civ. 3D, § 2685 (factors include whether there are material issues of fact and whether
the grounds for default have been clearly established)." /d.

Transfers
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To begin, the evidence submitted by the Trustee with the Motion suggests that the
Transfers were in-fact made to Defendant, that is, 8Fig Growth LLC. See Docket No.
9, pp. 21-40, Exhibit 2.

Antecedent Debt

The Trustee alleges that the Transfers were made to Defendant at the time Defendant
was a creditor of the Debtor. See id. at p. 8, lines 23-26. The allegation of Defendant
having been a creditor of the Debtor at the time of the Transfers is based on the
Debtor’s schedules. See id. at p. 44, lines 8-11. Yet, the Debtor did not schedule
Defendant as a creditor as of the Petition Date. Rather, the Debtor scheduled 8fig,
Inc. as a secured creditor. See id. at p. 17. In fact, 8fig, Inc. is scheduled as having
two (2) secured claims, one in the amount of $808,506.78, and the other in the amount
of $0. See id. It appears that the scheduled claims represent two (2) separate accounts
or obligations in that the dates of incurrence are different. See id.

Whilst there appears to have been transfers made to Defendant, the Court has no
evidence that there were any transfers to 8fig, Inc. Neither does the Court have any
evidence that Defendant was a creditor of the Debtor at the time the Transfers were
made, because Defendant is not scheduled as a creditor of the Debtor, and this
constitutes the Trustee’s sole evidence for this argument. Even if 8fig, Inc. could
somehow be attached to the Transfers, the Trustee ignores one of the accounts that is
scheduled by the Debtor. The ignored account shows no amounts owed. How can the
Court know, again, assuming 8fig, Inc. could be attached to the Transfers, that the
Debtor was a creditor of 8fig, Inc. at the time of the Transfers if there is a scheduled
account at $0?

On
November 1, 2018, the Court entered that Order Granting Debtor’s Motion to
Convert Case, converting the Debtor’s bankruptcy case from one under Chapter 13 to
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one under Chapter 11. See Docket No. 34.

On April 3, 2024, the Debtor filed that Motion for Order to Show Cause Why the
Bank of New York Mellon and Shellpoint Mortgage Servicing Should Not be Held in
Contempt of Court for Knowingly and Continually Violating the Terms of

Reorganized Debtor’s Confirmed Chapter 11 Plan of Reorganization (the "Motion").
See Docket No. 114.

On July 16, 2025, the Court held a pre-trial conference in relation to the Motion. See
Docket No. 166. Counsel to the Debtor failed to appear at the pretrial conference.
See id. On July 16, 2025, the Court entered that Order to Show Cause Why Reed H.
Olmstead, Esq. Should Not be Sanctioned in the Amount of $1,000.00" for his failure
to appear at the pretrial conference (the "Order"). See Docket No. 165. The Order
provided Mr. Olmstead until August 27, 2025, to respond to the Order. See id. at p. 2,
lines 2-3. Mr. Olmstead chose not to respond to the Order.

The
Report leaves the Court with more queries than answers, and a level of discomfort
with the direction of the case. Heading into its fifth month, the instant case is no
nearer to an exit than the date the bankruptcy petition was filed. In fact, by all
accounts, that expanse has grown.

The Court will start with the Debtor’s announcement in the Report that it "intends to
employ a Chief Restructuring Officer to supervise and control the Debtor with respect
to remedying the Property to resolve each health and safety violation asserted by the
City of San Luis Obispo." See id. at p. 6, lines 15-17. The Debtor, however, also
states in the Report that the City of San Luis Obispo is moving for a receiver, and that
the "City’s imposition of a receiver guarantees that those improvements will be made
first before any sale." See id. at p. 7, lines 7-8. The Court maintains some confusion
about what the Debtor’s intentions are regarding a chief restructuring officer and that
of a receiver appointed by a State Court. The Court has not learned from the Debtor
what its position would be in the State Court, if any, and what steps it has or intends
on taking in the State Court. If a receiver were to be appointed over the Debtor’s real
property by the State Court, assuming that has not yet occurred, what role would the
Debtor then have in improving the real property? What access would the Debtor have
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to the real property? The Debtor seems to be waiting for the City of San Luis Obispo
to take control of its real property. If the mission at this juncture is to wait idly whilst
the Debtor’s real property is improved, destroyed, or something in-between by a non-
debtor, what value is this bankruptcy case providing? It does not seem that this Court
is required, with all the attendant expense of a Chapter 11 case, to sort out mechanics
liens.

Second, the Debtor states in the Report that it "has been focusing on approving a DIP
loan first before addressing a plan as the procurement of a DIP Loan bears heavily on
the Debtor’s ability to reorganize." See id. at p. 7, lines 14-15. What benefit does
debtor-in-possession financing provide to a debtor that appears to acquiesce with
being taken out of possession of the sole asset it seeks to reorganize around? How
could the Court approve of such a loan when it is not clear to the Court that the
Debtor would have the authority to improve its real property with such loan, even if it
wanted to, because of the appointment of a receiver over the real property? Is the
pursuit of the financing at this point a waste of effort?

Third, the Debtor states that it "intends to file a disclosure statement and plan within
the next two to three months." See id. at lines 12-13. If a receiver is ordered by the
State Court, how could the Debtor be in any position to confirm a plan of
reorganization given the fact that the Debtor’s exit strategy surrounds improving its
real property, and then selling that real property? The Debtor may not even have
access to the real property in short order.

The Court is inclined to dismiss the instant bankrptcy case. The Debtor appears to
agree that it requires assistance with improving its real property, and is satisfied with
allowing the City of San Luis Obispo to undertake that role through the appointment
of a receiver. With $74 million in secured debt against an asset worth substantially
less, and with no credible signs of reorganization, cause exists to dismiss the instant
bankruptcy case.

Bank (the "Order"), partly granting that Stipulation Authorizing Debtor to Use Cash
Collateral with Poppy Bank (the "Stipulation"). See Docket Nos. 47 and 12,
respectively. The Order continued the hearing on the Stipulation to March 11, 2026,
and required that "[n]otice of the continued hearing and any augmentations to the
Stipulation shall be filed and served by February 18, 2026."

On February 18, 2026, Westlake Senior Living Center LLC filed that Notice of
Continued Hearing on the Approval of Stipulation Authorizing the Debtor’s Use of
Cash Collateral (the "Notice"). See Docket No. 48. This Court’s Local Rule
9013-1(c)(2) provides in relevant part that any "notice of motion must advise the
opposing party that LBR 9013-1(f) requires a written response to be filed and served
at least 14 days before the hearing." (emphasis added). The Notice does not comply
with this Court’s Local Rule 9013-1(c)(2). Ergo, notice of the Stipulation was
defective for failure to identify the opposition deadline.

Pursuant to Fed. R. Bankr. P. 4001(b)(1)(C), a motion for authorization to use cash
collateral "must be served on [] each entity with an interest in the cash collateral."
Pursuant to Fed. R. Bankr. P. 2002(g)(1)(A), "[a] notice mailed to a creditor [] must
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be addressed as the entity or its authorized agent provided in its last request filed in
the case," which "request may be [] a proof of claim filed by a creditor [] designating a
mailing address..." Ally Bank was served with the Notice at P.O. Box 380902,
Bloomington, MN. See Docket No. 48, Proof of Service of Document, p. 19. On
February 11, 2026, Ally Bank filed proof of claim no. 1, noting that all notices should
be sent to 4515 N. Santa Fe Ave., Dept. APS, Oklahoma City, OK 73118. See Claim
No. 1. To the extent Ally Bank is entitled to notice of the hearing on the Stipulation,
notice to Ally Bank was defective.

The Stipulation is denied for defective service of notice of the continued hearing.

Background

Laurel Creek, LP (the "Debtor") filed that Disclosure Statement Describing Chapter
11 Plan of Liquidation Dated October 22, 2025 (the "Disclosure Statement") on
October 22, 2025. See Docket No. 81. Central to the Debtor’s reorganization effort
was post-petition financing from CPIF Laurel Creek, LLC ("CPIF"). See id. at pp.
15-16. On December 31, 2025, CPIF filed CPIF Laurel Creek, LLC’s Notice of
Withdrawal as Proposed DIP Lender, "withdrawing as the proposed Lender in
connection with the DIP Motion and any and all loans or other financings
contemplated thereunder or in connection with any attachments, exhibits or
supplements thereto," upsetting the Debtor’s strategy for funding its exit from
bankruptcy. See Docket No. 128.

On March 4, 2026, the Court entered that Order Granting Motion for Relief from the
Automatic Stay Under 11 U.S.C. § 362 (the "Order"). See Docket No. 150. As the
Order was entered after the Disclosure Statement was filed, it is not disclosed in the
Disclosure Statement or the attendant plan.

Analysis

Pursuant to 11 U.S.C. § 1125(b), "[a]n acceptance or rejection of a plan may not be
solicited after the commencement of the case under this title from a holder of a claim
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or interest with respect to such claim or interest, unless, at the time of or before such
solicitation, there is transmitted to such holder the plan or a summary of the plan, and
a written disclosure statement approved, after notice and a hearing, by the court as
containing adequate information." "[A]dequate information means information of a
kind, and in sufficient detail, as far as is reasonably practicable in light of the nature
and history of the debtor and the condition of the debtor’s books and records [] that
would enable such a hypothetical investor of the relevant class to make an informed
judgment about the plan..." 11 U.S.C. § 1125(a)(1). "[I]n determining whether a
disclosure statement provides adequate information, the court shall consider the
complexity of the case, the benefit of additional information to creditors and other
parties in interest, and the cost of providing additional information." Id. "’[T]he
determination of what is adequate information is subjective and made on a case by
case basis. This determination is largely within the discretion of the bankruptcy
court.”" In re Brotby, 303 B.R. 177, 193 (9th Cir. BAP 2003)(citing In re Texas
Extrusion Corp., 844 F.2d 1142, 1157 (5th Cir. 1988)). "The purpose of a disclosure
statement is to give all creditors a source of information which allows them to make
an informed choice regarding the approval or rejection of a plan." In re Cal. Fidelity,
Inc., 198 B.R. 567, 571 (9th Cir. BAP 1996).

"There are numerous decisions which hold that where a plan is on its face
unconfirmable, as a matter of law, it is appropriate for the court to deny approval of
the disclosure statement describing the nonconfirmable plan." In re Silberkraus, 253
B.R. 890, 899 (Bankr. C.D. Cal. 2000)(internal citations omitted).

Here, significant events have occurred in the Debtor’s bankruptcy case since the
Disclosure Statement was filed, most significant of which were CPIF’s withdrawing
from any commitment to extend financing to the Debtor, and the Court’s entering of
the Order. Likewise, these events are not described in the underlying plan of
reorganization. At bottom, by the Court’s measure, the Debtor’s current
reorganization structure as described in the Disclosure Statement and underlying plan
of reorganization is not possible. That is, the plan of reorganization is unconfirmable
on its face.
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Conclusion

Approval of the Disclosure Statement is denied. The Debtor is to lodge a conforming
order within 7 days.

81 (the "Motion"). See Docket No. 97. On that same date, the Debtor lodged that
Notice of Lodgment of Order in Bankruptcy Case re: Motion to Continue. See Docket
No. 98. The Court finds no such order, likely because the Motion did not comply
with this Court’s Local Rule 9013-1(c)(2).

On November 21, 2025, the Debtor filed that Notice of Motion for: To Continue
Debtor-in-Possession’s Hearing On the Adequacy of Its Disclosure Statement Filed
as Docket #81 (the "Notice"). See Docket No. 105. The Notice, in an attempt to
remedy the failure of the Motion to comport with this Court’s Local Rules, served
only to confuse parties further. The Notice speaks of a deadline to oppose the Motion,
that deadline being fourteen (14) days prior to the hearing on the Motion. See id. at p.
2. The hearing date for the Motion is that of the hearing date for the Disclosure
Statement. Yet, the Notice was served less than fourteen (14) days from December 3,
2025, consequently violating this Court’s Local Rule 9013-1(d)(2).

Thus, the Court is set to hear a Motion that was filed without appropriate notice.
